MUTUAL NON-DISCLOSURE AND CONFIDENTIALITY AGREEMENT
This Agreement is made on the______________________(date) in Moscow, Russian Federation, between:

1. Purpose of the Agreement

The purpose of this Agreement is to set out the procedures and the conditions of receipt, transfer and use of Confidential Information, as described below, by the Parties. 
2. Confidential Information
"Confidential Information" means any information, technical data, or know-how, including, but not limited to,  which relates to research, product plans, products, services, customers, markets, software, developments,  inventions, processes, designs, drawings, engineering, hardware configuration information, marketing or finances of the disclosing party, which Confidential Information is designated in writing to be confidential or proprietary, or if given orally, is confirmed promptly in writing as having been disclosed as confidential or proprietary. 
Confidential Information does not include information, technical data or know-how which is in the possession of the receiving party at the time of disclosure as shown by the receiving party's files and records immediately prior to the time of disclosure, or prior to or after the time of disclosure becomes part of the public knowledge or literature other than as a result of any improper inaction or action of the receiving party hereunder, or is approved by the disclosing party, in writing, for release.

3. Obligations of Nondisclosure
Each Party agrees not to use any Confidential Information disclosed to it by the other Party for its own use or for any purpose other than to carry out the business activities in accordance with contracts or pre-contractual agreements between the Parties. 

Neither Party will disclose any Confidential Information of the other Party to third parties or to employees of the party receiving Confidential Information, other than its employees or agents under appropriate burden of confidentiality and who are required to have the information in order to carry out the business activities between two Parties. Each Party agrees that it will take all reasonable measures to protect the secrecy of and avoid disclosure or use of Confidential Information of the other Party in order to prevent it from falling into the public domain or the possession of persons other than those persons authorized under this Agreement to have any 

such information. Such measures shall include the highest degree of care that the receiving party utilizes to protect its own Confidential Information of a similar nature. Each Party agrees to notify the other in writing of any misuse or misappropriation of Confidential Information of the disclosing party which may come to the receiving party's attention. 
If the Party is required by law to disclose the Confidential Information of the other Party to the government authority or any other official body, it shall notify the other Party immediately, if possible, before the Confidential Information is disclosed.
4. Procedure of Transfer and Use
The procedure of transfer of Confidential Information shall take place by way of transfer of hard copies or of electronic copies of documentation and materials, as well as by any other means the Parties consider appropriate under condition that the transfer procedure is safe and the fact of receipt by the other Party can be confirmed by the other Party immediately upon receipt. 
As a general rule, every transfer of Confidential Information shall be documented by way of either of bilateral minutes, or the confirmation report from the receiving Party.

Any materials or documents with Confidential Information shall be promptly returned by the receiving Party, accompanied by all copies of such documentation or certification of destruction of these materials or documents, within reasonable time periods following the written request of the disclosing Party.

5. Copyright, Patents and Intellectual Property Rights

Nothing in this Agreement is intended to grant any rights under any patent, copyright and other intellectual property rights of either party, nor shall this Agreement grant either party any rights in or to the other party's Confidential Information other than the limited right to review such Confidential Information in connection with the business activities between the parties. 
6. Term 

The obligations of each party shall survive the termination of any agreements and contracts concluded between the parties, and shall continue for a period terminating three (3) years after business activities between Parties ended.

7. Assignment
The Parties agreed that the present Agreement shall not be assigned to a third party without prior written approval of the other party.

8. Liability

If the receiving Party, through negligence or deliberate action, will not keep its obligations in accordance with this Agreement, and if such breach of the obligations by this Party will result

in damages to the other Party, the breaching Party shall compensate the other Party for all direct damages occurred as a direct result of the breach of this Agreement.

9. Governing Law
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed and enforced in accordance with the material laws of Russian Federation.

10. Settlements of disputes 
If a dispute arises between the Parties on the interpretation, validity or discharge of this Agreement, the Parties shall take all reasonable measures to settle this dispute by negotiation. 

The applicable law governing the present agreement shall be the law of Russian Federation. The competent court to resolve any dispute in connection with the validity, construction, implementation, discharge or interpretation of this Agreement, as well as any other dispute regarding this Agreement or legal relations arising out of this Agreement, shall be settled by the Court of Moscow.
